GENERAL CHAPERONE   LIST

“PRECIOUS CARGO”  -  everything needs to be based around the student’s SAFETY!

RESPECT -  Chaperones need to talk to Keith when students have bad attitudes.  Keith will make call home if no improvement and last resort, send them home.

WHINING - NOT Allowed!!!   (Be cheerful about YOUR reply)  After several days together, they tend to get cranky and have attitude.  (chaperones too!)

ON TIME -  Parents and students!  It looks really bad when we don’t set the good example.

NEVER ALONE POLICY!  Students must be in groups at all times!  If not, they get buddied-up with an adult.

ALCOHOL, DRUGS, WEAPONS, ILLEGAL BEHAVIOR -  Zero tolerance.  Students will be sent home. 

MONEY - students are responsible for their own meals and managing their own money.

EXPECTATIONS - If it looks wrong to you, or you have a bad feeling about something, then it IS WRONG.  These kids are good and they also know the rules.  You need to enforce and guide.  Tell them if their behavior is bad or something doesn’t “read” well to others.  

FLEXIBILITY -  We all need to be patient and flexible regarding the sightseeing and venues.

VOLUNTEERING - At every corner Keith will need parents to help out, do special jobs or run errands.  Please do YOUR part in volunteering and helping make the tour successful.  It is much nicer for someone to volunteer for a task than to have to mandate someone doing it.

EMERGENCY MEDICAL FORMS  -  each bus will have their own binder of medical forms.  One parent from each bus is responsible to look through student’s forms and check for situations and conditions that we should be aware of (ie:  hypertension, allergies, medications, etc)

MEDICAL DISPENSE - Students will need to give their medications to their chaperones.  This parent is responsible to make sure students take correctly and promptly

TRANSPORTATION

PLANE - Students will sit in their seats, not to stand or look over their row.


Must be quiet - long ride.  Need to change seats if necessary.

BUS - Chaperones need to be interspersed between front-middle-back.

FIRST AID  -  I will have a first aid case and assign it to one of the parents.

LARGE GROUP - HERDING - front - middle -back

STAYING TOGETHER - no deviating from the plan!  If chaperones need to run an errand or make an unscheduled stop, make SURE that the “group” and Keith knows about it.  

PERFORMING

CLOTHES/UNIFORMS  When to wear what, how to wear it?   (Necklaces/watches/bracelets)


Informal T shirts  /   Formal Dress


Out and about casual vs free time casual  (Dress code applies during tour activities)

GROOMING - for performances - must look neat and tidy, hair up for fancy events, 


guys well-groomed, clean-shaven, tasteful make-up, no sparkles

CHAPERONES DUTIES DURING PERFORMANCES - first and foremost make sure the singers are doing what they are supposed to be doing and in the correct place.  Chaperones need to dress nicely in the church performances. 
IN THE HOTEL

GENERAL  - No Running in the halls!  No yelling, screaming or loud voices,  radios/boomboxes quiet, not blasting into the halls.  Dont leave doors open and rooms unattended.  Usually kids will have to share keys.  Someone always loses them or have to have re-coded.  Students not allowed to take transportation (bus, taxis, etc) without consent.

HALL MONITORING - We (chaperone group) hang out in the hall and check the rooms sporadically for the first hour  Then most go to bed and 2 stay up to make sure things are quiet.  

LOCKING DOORS -  students should bolt their doors at night from the inside

BED  -  Give adequate warning time   “Ten minutes till lights out”


Showering, brushing teeth, etc. should be done BEFORE lights out!


If noisy or uncooperative, rap on the door and use a stern voice!

PHONES - Students may only use pay phones during their “free” time.  Students may NOT ask to use phones after their curfew to their rooms.  They must make calls during their free time.

LOCKING PHONES - We will try to have all students phones blocked from incoming calls at the lights out time.  If this is not possible, we may need to remove phone receivers from each room.  (this varies from hotel to hotel)

OPPOSITE SEX – No student of the opposite sex is allowed in the room.
VISITORS - No one from outside the tour is allowed to be in the students rooms. 

GUESTS - if a student has a relative from the area, they must have already given Mr. Hancock a note requesting to be released from the group.  They then have to check in with him and he gives “custody” of the student over to the other adult.  No students are to go off with “new-made” friends.  No unauthorized guests at the hotel.

FIRE ESCAPE - know emergency exit

LAST DAY - Have students leave their hotel doors open so chaperones can check rooms for lost belongings.
